DOWNLOADING NOTAMS
The BGA document AIS NOTAM Instructions (available at http://www.gliding.co.uk/bgainfo/airspace/aisnotamtipsv3.pdf) gives full details on how to download a Pre-Flight Information Bulletin from the AIS web site.

This document contains a simplified crib sheet for posting on a club notice board or similar.

The instructions in this document are suitable for straightforward requirements and pilots must ensure that the information that will be supplied by following these instructions are suitable for their purposes.  If in doubt, refer to the detailed document AIS NOTAM Instructions.  

The following page contains a crib sheet template.  This should be personalised to suit your club’s location.  We recommend that the resulting document is distributed to members and/or placed near your club’s computer access point.

Delivers 3 briefing containing Aerodrome NOTAW for the selected asrodromes between the ime period set At least ONE aerodrome MUST be selected and the defaulttime is
from now until + 12 hours but may be changed by the user.

= Area Brief
Delivers a briefing containing FIR and Aerodrome NOTA for the selected Flight Information Regions between the fime period set. At least ONE FIR MUST be selected and the
defaulttime is from now until + 12 hours but may be changed by the user.

= Route Brief
Delivers 3 briefing containing NOTAW for the sslected FIR and Aerodrome between the time period set. The system estimates the FIR crossed and includes the FIR NOTAN in
the output The user can also add FIR and Aerodrome to be included. The default time is from now uniil + 12 hours but may be changed by the user.

= Narrow Route Brief
Delivers a briefing containing FIR and Asrodrome NOTAM for the selected flight plan foute and between the time period set. A point of depariure and destination must be
provided. The brief will contain NOTA for FIR, point of Depature, Destination and aerodrome in altermate aerodrome list The defaulttime is from now unil + 12 hours but may
be changed by the user.

= Point Brief (UK FIRUIR Only)
Delivers a briefing containing FIR NOTAM affecting 3 circle from an aerodrome, navaid or LatlLong co-ordinate. The Aerodrome NOTAM will only be included
‘aerodromes. The default ime is from now unil + 12 hours but may be changed by the user.

= VFRFIR Brief - EGTT
Delivers a briefing containing all FIR and Aerodrome NOTAM for the selected FIR EGTT between the time period setfrom now until + 12 hours. The briefing is sorted in order of

Tips:

- If you leave the traffic box at the default “IFR/VFR”, the brief bulks up with airways stuff.  Better to select VFR

- if you are a 500 km pilot, you can work out your own area

- the smaller the area, the less crap
