Weekend Procedures to Permit Gliders Operating From Portmoak Access to
P600 and The Scottish TMA to Conduct Soaring

‘Effective: 29th July 2010

- PURPOSE

The purpose of this Letter of Agreement is to define the conditions and
procedures to permit gliders operating from Portmoak access to a portion of
Airway P600 and of the Scottish TMA, to conduct soaring at weekends.

2. DEFINITIONS

2.1 “Official Day”
The Air Navigation Order 2000, Article 129 of the Order defines ‘day’ as the time
from half an hour before sunrise until half an hour after sunset (both times
exclusive), sunrise and sunset being determined at surface level.

2.2 *Glider”

For the purpose of this LoA the term Glider shall mean Glider or Motor Glider in
soaring flight.

3. DESCRIPTION OF AIRSPACE
The dimensions of controlled airspace (CAS) covered by this LoA are as follows.

3.1.1 Vertical extent
The vertical extent of the airspace is from the notified base to FL190 inclusive.
When the Portmoak TRA(G) as described in AIP ENR 5.2.4 is active the upper

level of the airspace delegation described in this LoA shall be FL195 in the areas
where it is contiguous with the Portmoak TRA(G).

This LoA does not exclude GAT, flying in accordance with the Visual Flight Rules,
from operating in this part of the Scottish TMA below 6,000 ft amsl.

Vertical Extent

The vertical extent of the airspace is from the notified base to FL190 Incluslve,
When the Portmoak TRA(G) as described in AIP ENR 5.2.4 is active the upper

level of the airspace delegation described in this LoA shall be FL195 in the areas
where it is contiguous with the Portmoak TRA(G}.

Exclusion cf Strathallan Free Fall Drop Zone

Portmoak gliders will avoid that portion of P600 contained within & circle radius
2nm of Strathallan Airfield (561930N 0034455W) up to and including the
maximum level notified for that day.

AIRSPACE CLASSIFICATION

The airspace retalns its Classification as detailed in the UK Aeronautical
Information Publication,

PROCEDURES

The procedures and ce-ordination applied between Scottish AC (Prestwick) and
the SGU Portmoak within the airspace described in Para 3 of this LoA are

detailed in the Annexes as follows;

PARTIES OF THE AGREEMENT

For the avoldance of doubt it is hereby declared that the parties to this LoA are
NATS (En Route) plc represented by Scottish AC (Prestwick) and the Scottish
Gliding Union Ltd, Portmoak. '

CANCELLATION

Cancellation of thls LoA by either party is possible at any time, provided that the
cancelling party declares its intention to cancel the LoA with the other parties
giving a minimum of 3 months notice.

The procedure detailed in Paragraph 8 shall be follewed and untii such time as a
decision is made, this LoA will remain extant.

INTERPRETATION AND SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Should any doubt or diverging views arise regarding the interpretation of any
provision of this LoA, or in case of dispute regarding its application, the parties
shall endeavour to reach a solution acceptable to each of them. :
Should no agreement be reached, or there is a request to cancel this LoA, each
of the parties shall refer the dispute to the UK Civil Aviation Authority,
Directorate of Airspace Policy for settlement.

AMENDMENT TO PROCEDURES

These procedures have been agreed by the undersigned. They are not to be
amended without the written agreement of the signatories, their authorised
representatives or successors.

VALIDITY

This LoA is effective 29th July 2010 replacing the Mol between Scottish AC
(Prestwick) and the Scottish Gliding Union dated 23™ January 2010.
