BGA - Vetting and Barring Scheme – latest news
As you know we have been keeping you informed about the developments of the Independent Safeguard Authority, Vetting and Barring Scheme. 
The latest news is that the scheme, which was originally due to roll out in full on 12th October 2009, will now only roll out in part. 

The main changes that will bring the greatest impact for gliding clubs are delayed for 12 months – which gives a chance for all UK gliding clubs to consolidate Child Protection work to date and add depth where required so that you are all well prepared for the legislation changes, and the changes in legal responsibility, due in November 2010.
These are the current plans for how the scheme will be introduced:
From 12 October 2009:
· The creation of two new ISA barred lists. These lists will replace the existing List 99 and POCA, POVA Lists. 

· Access to these new ISA lists will be available on request as part of an Enhanced CRB check. 

· Eligibility for Enhanced CRB checks will expand to include more employment and voluntary positions; such roles will be known as regulated positions. 

· Standard CRB checks will no longer be available for those working with children or the vulnerable. 

· There is no change to the current application form or application process.

From July 2010:
· Individuals will be able, via Registered/Umbrella Bodies (Norfolk CVYS – the lead liaison body for the BGA - is an umbrella body), to apply to the CRB for ISA-registration if they are applying to work with children and/or vulnerable adults in England, Wales and Northern Ireland.  There will be a 5 year phased roll out for ISA registration of those individuals who currently work with children and/or vulnerable adults. 

· Employers will be able to express an interest in a person’s ISA-registration and will be informed of any changes to that person’s ISA-registration status. 

· The CRB will introduce a new application form to allow applications for ISA-registration and CRB checks to be made on the same form. 

· Employers can carry out free, online checks of a person’s ISA-registration status.

From November 2010: 
It will be a legal requirement for individuals to register with the ISA if they intend to work with or currently work with children and/or vulnerable adults in England, Wales and Northern Ireland. 
... and beyond... to 2015: This remains a five year transition process in order to register everyone who needs to be registered.
So what does this mean for your gliding club?

The changes in timings for the introduction of this new scheme and surrounding systems should not deter you and your club from taking steps to ensure that yours is a safe and attractive club for young people to get involved with. More importantly, by being up front about child protection, your gliding club will not be a safe and attractive club for those (hopefully rare) individuals with darker agendas.

If you haven’t already done so, your club should have (or should put in place as soon as is practical):

· A Child Protection Lead and Deputy (with CRB checks carried out) in place
· Adopted a Child Protection Policy and procedures – ideally, based on the BGA child protection policy & procedures. Remember there are resources available in the BGA Club Policies Pack in the club management section of the BGA website
· At least one person should have attended child protection awareness training; either: 
· the gliding specific training run by Phil Burton, 
· or generic training run locally to you (via your local County Sports Partnership or local council) 
· Ideally, the CP Lead, Deputy, Club Chairman and CFI will attend this training.

· Be working towards CRB checking everyone who will be working with young people in a training capacity or those with responsibility for their welfare at the club. This is free (with a small admin fee) for volunteers.
