20 TH EUROPEAN TWO-SEATER GLIDERS CUP 

GENERAL REGULATION
1 
Aero-club du Poitou organizes on the Airfiels of POITIERS-BIARD a race opened to French or foreigner two-seater glider's crews, which will take place from the 2th August until the 15 th of August 2009 included.

2 
The race is opened to every type of two-seaters, included the prototypes and experimental models if they have an effective temporary or permanent certificate of airworthiness, or a temporary permit, the use of water-ballasts is authorized.

3 
Every team consists of two first pilots. At every contest, the crew consists of a least one of the two first pilots (pilot in command) while the second one may be chosen among the other members of the team.

The pilots must have their Federal licence, an individuel insurance as well as a "race" third-party insurance for their glider in case of damages to competitors or members of their team or to their flying or terrestrial equipment, as well as in case of damages caused by themselves to a third party.

The entry of a team includes the complete and entire acceptance of this clause. In a general way, the crews must respect in all this reglementation. Among other things, the two first pilots must possess the authorization of taking passengers and the authorization of soaring across the country. As to the copilot, he must be certificated as a glider pilot.

4 
Entries are booked according to the chronological receipt of the entry forms enclosing the corresponding fee of 270 €. The entries are received till June the 30 th 2009. After this date, these fees remain proprety of the organizing club.

The entry form indicates the type of glider, its registration number and the name of the one or two first pilots. The number of gliders is limited to 40.

5 
The contest consist of closed-circuit flights, the competitors being placed according to the flight distances and the glider coefficient.

6 
The choice of every flight course is let to the evaluation of the crew. However, all the circuits will be chosen among a list given by the organizers.

7 
The departures take place at an hour which is fixed every day at the end of the briefing. The departure order is fixed by balloting for the first contest. Then, for every contest, there is a circular exchange of the fifth of the numbers of the precedent departure.

Number of departures is limited to 3 times a day.


Each team must retrieve its glider by the road with its own means. However, aero-tow retrieves are possible (only from an airfield) : if the crew ask it to organisation, the decision will be fonction of the disponibility of planes. 

9
Every flight must be previously declared by the organisation. The control of turning points are made with logger or recording GPS. The crew will give to organisation the soft and cable used to decrypt the logger or GPS.
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The logger and/or GPS must be given the very day of the contest (as soon as landing on Poitiers airfield) except in case of country landing. In this case, the logger or GPS is given at the tomorrow briefing with the landing certificate.

10 
Glider coefficient and particular regulations of the Cup are sent to the entered competitors at the latest fifteen days before the race.

11 
Contestations due to the application of the present regulations are judged by a jury composed of three members of the organizing club and two balloted members of other competitor clubs or teams, except those whose members are implicated in the contestation.


The complainant must give to the organizing club a fee of 80 € which is given to him again only if the contestation is declared justified.

12 
By flying, crews must follow the French air traffic rules and also the local rules.

13 
The organizing club keeps the right to change these regulations at any time and in any point. In this case, the competitors will be personaly informed.

14 
The competitors will be charged with following costs :


 the amount of registration fees of 270 € for a glider, including the camping costs of the team.


 tow costs : 30 € each time.


 aero-tow retrieves cost 3.5 € per minute.

Numerous, important and various prices will be attributed to the competitors following their final rank.
